Preparation / Assembly

Recommended component locations:(see Fig. 1)
Recommended depth for valve body in wall is 2-3/16"
(1-7/8" MIN--2-1/2" MAX).
1A. Shower and / or spout outlet hole:1-1/4" diameter.
1B. Valve access hole:6" diameter.
CAUTION: Allow at least 2" between tub outlet and tub
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A. Position valve body correctly in wall  (see Fig. 2 ).
UP marking is on up side and DOWN marking on
down side.

B. Connect water supplies to left (hot) and right (cold)
valve body inlets.Thread sealant may be required
depending on your installation method. All thread
sealants may be found at your local hardware store.
C. Turn on hot and cold water supply lines.

Note: Pressure must be approximately equal on

Fig .2 both hot and cold sides for valves to function properly.

D. Rotate stem to allow water to flow from tub spout

until there is no foreign matter in discharge.

Pressure testing

A. Install a 1/2" iron pipe plug (not included) on both
shower and tub outlets.

Turn stem to full " ON " and check all connections
for leaks.
B. Turn stem to " OFF ".

A. Caution: Slowly remove pipe plugs from shower
and tub outlets.

B. Remove the Tub&Shower cap before installing
escutcheon(see Fig. 3 ).
C. Install the handle assembly(see Fig. 4).

A. Install tub spout and shower assembly(see Fig. 5).

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A. Make sure water supplies are off.

B. Remove cartridge assembly from body.

(NOTE: To remove valve cartridge from body, shut off water suppies
and remove handle and bonnet nut. Do not pry the valve cartridge out
of the body with a screwdriver. Place handle on stem and rotate
counterclockwise approximately 1/4 turn after the stop has been
contacted. Lift valve cartridge out of body.)

C. Reinstall cartridge assembly into the body making sure the
projection of the cartridge assembly on the UP side. Secure cartridge
with bonnet nut.

ADJUSTING THE ROTATINAL LIMIT STOP:
A. See Fig.9. This is the coldest position. If the Rotational Limit Stop in
this position, the mixing water temperature is 38°C (approximate).

B. See Fig.10. This is the recommended position. It is also the setting
position by the manufacturer. When the Rotational Limit Stop on this
postion, the mixing water temperature is 38 °C (approximate).

C. See Fig. 11. This is the hottest postion. If the Rotational Limit Stop on
this postion, the mixing water temperature is 38°C (approximate).

If you want the mixing water colder or hotter, please adjust the Rotational
Limit Stop counterclockwise or clockwise. Replace one tooth for 1°C
(approximate) in temperature.

NOTE: When you adust the Rotaional Limit Stop, locate the valve
cartridge at the full close position (rotate the handle to stop position
through clockwise direction), then assemble the Rotational Limit Stop on
cartridge.
